The World 
Heritage Convention (1982) also enjoins 
signatory nations to ensure the 
identification, protection, conservation, 
presentation and transmission to future 
generations of the world’s cultural and 
natural heritage.

 The Permanent Settlement vested the 

land ownership right in the zamindars, 

who previously enjoyed only revenue 

collecting right. Therefore, those who lost 

out in this settlement were the peasants, 

who were left at the mercy of the 

zamindars. Their customary occupancy 

right was ignored and they were reduced to 

the status of tenants. The provision of 

patta, or written agreement between the 

peasant and the zamindar providing a 

record of the amount of rent to be paid, 

was rarely followed by the zamindars.
